The Rolling SEoan "got LIVE ( that rhymes with "fiye" not "give")
if you want it" doesn't offer many new songs. Recorded gt a performance
in London's Royal Albert Hall, the album is a cacophony of screaming.
The stereo version is prefcrable,for cven thowpgh the performance seems
to be recorded from thc side (scresms are mainly on the right track);
it is much clearcr than the mono version, Allthe songs on this album,
even "Lady Jene", are -faster than their original versions, A major
disappointment is "get Off Iiy Cloud" where the instrumentatio: is
downright crude,but this is made up for by the use of such instruments
as a pieno, marimbas, and an organ in othcr songs. "satisfaction",
which must have been at Ieést ten minutes long, is pared- to slightly
under four, but we stillget Mick. Jaggerts unique obscence approach
plus some frenzied drumning by Charlic Watts, The whoke record lacks
the slickness of "Aftermath", but nevertheless it is an cxciting LIVE
performance whichishould be of intercst to all, especially dedicabed
teeny=-boppers. ’ :
