How Remembrance Day Should be Observed — Ernest Scherck

Armistice Day, or Veteran's Day as it is called in the United States,
is actually the anniversary of the cessation of hostilities in Worlé War I
(November 11, 1918) and World War II, It is recognized as such in France,
Great Britain, the United States, and Canada. For most of us, though, it
is a day in which we pay our respects to the many brave men who gave their
lives to c¢rush uprisings of terror.

The Armistice Day of World War I took place in Harwich when the German
Fleet formally surrendered to Admiral Beatty. At the end of this war the
total Allied loss was estimated at 5,152,115 lives and the Axis powers' loss
totalled 3,386,200, Altogether there were 8,538,315 lives lost in World
War I,

In World War II the formal surrender was signed by five Japanese del-
egates. In this war the Allied forces lost 10,650,000 lives and the Axis
powers lost 4,650,000 men, The total cost to both powers was more than 15
million men,

The combined losses of both these wars was more than 23,538,315 men,

Although many men died, many also came home, One can help these Veterans
by buying poppies. They are made by disabled veterans and the money goes to-
ward their care, clothing, food, etc. Why do they make poppies? Because
most of the men were buried in fields of poppies. This simple red and black
flower is, to me, a reminder of all the blood shed in the wars. I'm sure it
reminds many others, in many ways, of the same.

Many people consider Armistice Day as just another holiday to be cele-
brated as such, But these people are not true Canadians, for, if they were,
they would feel a sense of loss on this day - The loss of 15 million men who
left their families and loved ones to battle an enemy threatening their
country,

Many communities have Armistice Day ceremonies consisting of a parade
in which the Air Cadets, Sea Cadets, and Army Cadets or Militia particpate.
After the ceremonies, a chaplain of one of the forces offers a sermon comm-
emorating the men who fought in the wars., Churches also give Armistice Day
ceremonies, These also are very worth while to attend.

Reading articles on the wars will give a person a better understanding
of just what Armistice Day is and why we celebrate it. Poems also give an
appreciation of the men who fought for us, The most famous of these is
"Tn Flanuers Fields",

At the end of Armistice Day one should recall the number of men who
died in wars and pray that there should not be another.

Movie Review - by Neil Arthur

"Tom Jones"

This film, sterring Albert Finney, was the biggest hit »f
the 1964 film seeson. It is taken from Henry Fielding's novel,
"Tom Jones - A Foundling". A famous literary figure of the time,
Dr. Ben Johnson, said of the book: "Shocking! I scarcely know
of a more corrupt work." Dr. Johnson mey have been just a little
hide-bound in his ethical approach, for rembunctious as the
story might be, it is so with & healthy sort of animalism.

There is a bottle on every table, a poacher in every wood, and
a wench under every bench, but it's 2ll in fun.

The colour and filming is superb; a deer-hunt, filmed
largely from helicopter, is, in its own right, equal to anything
in eny of the "spectacles". The background music is excellent
also, a refreshing chenge from the stale "big sounds". This is
accomplished by using @ harpsichord in a very sprightly manner.

The amorous antics of the passionate young rogue are fol-
lowed with sympathy and good humour. The poor boy is seduced by
everyone from the poacher's lusty daughter, Molly, to Lady
Bellarton, elite of London High Society; while reelly his heesrt
lies with beautlful Sophie, desughter of the fun-loving Squire
Western. All, of course, ends well.

It is a pity that many of you will nct be able to see
"Tom Janes" when it comes to Haney (soon) beceuse it is restrict-
ed. This is somewhat difficult to understand, because the book
is a class, and perhaps the greatest novel in the English lan-
guage. Few people over the age of fifteen are going to be toc
shzcked when they see Tom and companions playing around behind
some bushes. Co-education brings ebout an astonishing amount
of realism in our outlook. The pocket: beoks which the girls
carry about are plein trash, with no pretensions to any lit-
erary velue. Alsc, sad to relate, some of M.R.S.5.5.'s boys.
lrok at nasty magazines in the drugstores. Neither of these
misguided groups have any restrictions placed upon them. Again,
many of the "Adult Entertainment” films sre much less wholesome
in their suggestiveness than is "Tom Jones" with its honest
lustiness. I feel that the restrictions emplcyed in this pic-
ture, at least in B.C., could have been diverted much more
usefully.

(Editor's Note: "Tom Jones" was "Restricted" in every province
of Canads, except in Quebec, where there 1s no direct censor-
ship.)
